I understand that alcohol consumption is discouraged at
Family Camp. No alcohol may be consumed at program areas. If a
participant is suspected of being intoxicated, they will not be allowed
to participate in camp programs.

I understand that campfires may not be left burning without
supervision. Pressure treated wood, bottles, and other objects may
not be thrown in the fire. Fires must be completely extinguished and
cool to the touch before checking out of camp.
